Consultation on the BDBC Draft Landscape, Biodiversity and Trees Supplementary

Planning Document: Document available to view prior to meeting. Comments in support of

contents and intended purpose of document however it was noted that it would only be

effective if it is enforced consistently across the whole borough. Clerk to respond.

Recreation Ground: Clerk has received a quote of £370 + VAT to remove trees on the

Recreation Ground that are growing next to a residential fence, this has been forwarded to

the resident. The resident of the property had asked for these trees to be removed because

they feel the trees were damaging their fence. They have enquired about removing the

trees themselves with their own contractor, however it was agreed that this would not be

possible due to liability concerns. The suggestions of hedging the trees or reducing them to

allow one to mature are no longer possible due to them being cut back during fence

installation. It was agreed the trees can be removed by a contractor hired by the Council

and suitable replacement trees planted but the cost must be met by the resident. Details of

suitable trees can be found in the Neighbourhood Plan.

Greenham Business Park Local Development Order: Document circulated prior to

meeting. Concerns raised about the traffic on the A339 and what consideration has been

given to the A339 and the increase in traffic this development would cause. It was noted

that the letter from West Berkshire Council to BDBC regarding the Manydown Development

is a good starting point for a response. Clerk to respond.

There has been a new

enquiry from a resident asking to be put on the waiting list.

Highways Issues: The 50 speed limit sign by The Star Inn has fallen off into the hedge. It

was noted that on Winchester Road the hedges need to be cut back to uncover the speed

limit signs and the 30/40 speed limit sign needs repairing. The “Give Way” road paint on

Swan Street on George Street junction needs repainting, as well as the road paint on the
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Echinswell Road and Foxs Lane junction. It was also noted that the road markings from the
village to Burghclere have still not been reinstated.

Rolling List: It was mentioned to ask IB for a suggested contractor to install the new play IB
equipment on the Recreation Ground.
