FLY TIPPING - The has been an increase in Fly Tipping around the village,
in particular at the Recycling area located at the Fieldgate Centre and dumping
of green garden waste around the village. Please help keep our village clean
and free of this unacceptable behaviour. You can report witnessed or
discovered instances online: www.basingstoke.gov.uk/flytipping or by
phoning 01256 844844. The team are highly effective at investigating this type
of offence and have secured 29 convictions since May 2018.

HEDGE AND GRASS CUTTING - Best hedge cutting practice from
Natural England advises councils to leave hedge cutting until the nesting
season ends where safely possible. The published dates to avoid hedge
cutting are 1 March to 1* September. As we are now into September, the
Parish Council will now look to its contractors as per their agreed schedule, to
cut back the hedges on the boundaries of the land owned by or which comes
under the responsibility of the Parish Council. The Parish Council is not their
only contract, and the cutting and maintenance is on a schedule. The Parish
Council is responsible for a few tracts of land in the village, in particular the
Recreation Ground, Holding Field, Community Orchard, Cemetery,
Allotments, Churchyard, Malthouse Open Space, and Crown Green. Not all
these areas are owned by the Parish Council, however the council is
responsible for maintaining them. There are some boundary hedges however,
where the responsibility to manage rests with the resident of the adjoining
property.

Many hedges, all roadside verges, all other play areas not mentioned above,
footpaths, and other smaller grass areas in the village are not under the remit of
the Parish Council and are maintained either by Basingstoke and Deane
Borough Council, Hampshire County Council, a Housing Association, or
individual land / homeowners. B&DBC has an extensive schedule that covers
Basingstoke and the 147 parishes in the borough so cannot attend to all areas
simultaneously.

If it is a health and safety issue, then KPC will
attempt to help escalate the matter.

TREE FELLING AT THE FAWCONER ROAD SITE — The Parish Council
is aware that some tree works have been undertaken on the Fawconer Road
site.

Planning permission HAS NOT BEEN granted for the care home, and no
planning application has been submitted to Basingstoke and Deane Borough
Council. Planning permission for 13 houses was granted in January but outline
permission is not sufficient to start building. BCllr Ken Rhatigan is
investigating and KPC understand that officers from the Planning Authority
have attended the site.

There are several trees on the site with tree preservation orders so KPC
requests that if anyone has photos of trees being felled, please forward them to
the Parish Council. The proposal to build a care home goes against the policies
set out in the Kingsclere Neighbourhood Plan. Kingsclere Parish Council, and
residents, can object to the application on these grounds once it is submitted.

Petition to keep 24 Swan St in the community

An online petition has been launched at change.org to save 24 Swan St, the
home of JLD School of Dance, Kingsclere Performing Arts College, Baughurst
Blades, and Eira’s Equestrian Supplies. The grade II listed building is set to be
sold by Basingstoke and Deane Borough Council to be developed into
residential flats.

Kingsclere Parish Council has submitted a formal request to B&DBC for the
building to be registered as an Asset of Community Value (ACV). The aim is to
set up a Charitable Incorporated Organisation with the intent of buying the
building and creating Kingsclere Performing Arts and Youth Centre. If the
council agree a community organisation will have the right to buy.

The Youth Club would like to use the building as their base, and existing
tenants would remain. KPC will be looking to ensure there is parking for
residents, a necessity at that end of Swan St. We need to preserve the
Conservation Area and its economic activity. Parking is essential in the centre
of the village to access the shops and services for all, and we need to ensure we
have vibrant activities in 24 Swan St.

There are over 230 pupils/students who attend education/training based in
24 Swan St along with 20 people who work there. The college is a base for
secondary and tertiary education, tied to Newbury College. The list of
achievements of the alumni is impressive so we hope will be able to create the
base for continued opportunities for our young people.

Drainage Work on sports pitches at the Fieldgate Centre

Drainage work on the sports pitches at the Fieldgate is due to start on

27th September.

The work involves installing a drainage system across the field and then re-
seeding. This will mean that the pitch area will be out of bounds until Spring
2022 to allow the grass turf to establish. There will be a low barrier around the
field and all are asked to not walk on the field while the pitches are growing.

The contractor’s compound will be established at the rear of the community
centre. To ensure public safety the recycling area will be closed for
approximately five weeks.

The work will ensure we have a good playing surface for all of the village
teams that use the pitches - Kingsclere Rugby both mens and mini-rugby,
Kingsclere Football Club, Kingsclere Ladies Football, Kingsclere Youth
Football and Kingsclere Cricket. The Multi Use Games Area (MUGA) and the
community centre are not affected by the work. Alternative ‘home’ grounds
will be used by rugby and football teams while the Fieldgate pitches are out of
commission during the 21/22 season. Mini rugby and Youth Football training
will be held on the Holding Field. The target is to have the Fieldgate pitches
back in full use for the 2022 cricket season.

The Kingsclere Community Association will be responsible for managing the
work. To make the best use of funds we decided not to spend significant money
on rigid high fencing to seal off the field area. We therefore request that all
respect the low barriers and stay off the field. The footpath will remain along
the hedge boundary of the field.

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We’re looking at the theme of joy in our services this autumn. It may seem a
strange topic after such a tough 18 months and particularly as the challenges of
Covid continue to affect our lives in so many ways. It may even be seen as
offensive or insensitive to be talking of such a topic when so many have
suffered or are suffering with the grace impact of the pandemic. And by
focusing on joy, I would not want that to be seen as belittling any of the
genuine, deep, heart-wrenching pain that many have experienced, or denying
its significance, as if to sweep it under the carpet and move on. In fact, I want
this theme to be something that helps us as we face such trials and gives us a
resource for maintaining hope even in the face of such darkness.

The theme, after all, is not happiness but joy, and there is a distinction.
Happiness is something that is fleeting, that comes and goes with circumstance,
that is sometimes intensely present and at other times conspicuously absent.
Joy, on the other hand, is something that endures despite the very difficult
circumstances of our lives. It is a constant in the ups and downs of life. And it
is something that believers are commanded to do in the Bible: “Rejoice in the
Lord always! I will say it again, rejoice!”.

But how can this be? How can someone be commanded to be joyful? Well,
notice in the verse above, that it is a particular kind of joy. It is a joy which is
found not in good food, close friendships, exhilarating activities, wonderful
holidays — no, it is a joy in the Lord. It is a call to look to the Lord and all that
He has done and is doing in our lives. It is a call to remember the love of God
for each of us, and the grace of God in giving up His Only Son, Jesus Christ, to
the anguish of Roman crucifixion, for us. It is a pointer to the final day when
the pain and tears of this life will be wiped away by the second coming of
Jesus, when all will be put right. With that as our preoccupation, an abiding,
deep joy runs through us, giving us all we need to face each day.

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October In The Garden

Gardens, Parks, and Woodlands will be at their best this month, before the
leaves begin to fall. The autumn colour lasts for a very short time, but can be
stunning

There should be still plenty of colour in the garden; Michaelmas daisies always
cheer the place up; they come in a good variety of colours. They can be
invasive if left to their own devices, but regular lifting and dividing will
control them. I’m rather fond of hardy chrysanthemums; if the growing tips are
pinched out, rather like fuchsias, you will get a much bushier plant and many
more flowers.

Nerines are good now. Remember not to plant too deep and give them plenty
of drainage in a warm position. Kaffir Lily is another good plant for the
autumn, comes in red, white and several shades of pink. Can be invasive but
the small bulbs can be pulled out if not required. A very good cut flower plant.
Many plants will have seed heads ready to collect and dry to plant next year.
Place on paper towelling for a few days, somewhere warm, so they are
completely dry before storing in paper bags or envelopes.

There is still time to prune tall shrubs and climbing roses. Trim conifers if
necessary, take care not to cut into the old wood as this is unlikely to
regenerate.

Cut back perennials that have finished flowering. Dahlias can be dug up after
the first frost. If those grown in sheltered spots are left in the ground they need
to be protected by a pile of soil after they have been cut down, to prevent the
frost from penetrating.

Time to plant pots and baskets for the winter and spring. Even in the winter
months there are plenty of plants that are good in containers: grasses, ivys,
heathers, and violas, are just a few.

Runner and French beans will be finishing now. Cut down the plants and
compost. If possible leave the roots in the ground as they return valuable
nutrients to the soil. Dig over other parts of the vegetable garden to allow the
frost to break up the soil, particularly if the soil is heavy clay. The last of the
potatoes should be lifted and dried out to be stored.

Finish planting spring cabbages and autumn onion sets.

The most enjoyable job now is deciding which bulbs to plant for the spring.
Tulips are high on my list, how lucky we are that they cost so little when you
consider how valuable they were when first introduced.

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Nature Notes

A warm late Summer’s evening and frantic activity is taking place on the lawn,
the launch of The Marriage Flight of black ants. The nest is brimming and
certain members, male and female must move on to found new colonies and to
do this they have grown wings. They scramble into the air, and some are borne
away on light breezes whilst the majority quickly fall to earth. The lucky ones
search for foreign partners, males to impregnate and die, females to be
impregnated and form a new colony, job over, wings are shed. One year we
pushed sticks into the earth near the nest and instinct directed the aviators to
climb up to get a better take-off.

We occasionally mention trees that have fallen, survived lying horizontally and
from which their branches on the upper side have become substantial trunks,
they are apparently referred to as Phoenix trees.

Small tortoiseshell butterfly
feasting on buddleia nectar

A modest year for butterflies, only one painted lady seen, very bedraggled,
usual numbers of red admirals, peacocks and brimstones and the welcome sight
of more numerous small tortoiseshells. Buddleia flowers were the best butterfly
attracters in high summer.

A variety of bumblebees have dominated the garden this summer and very
welcome they have been. It was fascinating to watch them working across so
many different flowers, daisies of all kinds being favourites, from huge
sunflowers to much smaller species. Honeybees however have been noticeably
scarce until early September when large clumps of sedum spectabile came into
flower. Dozens of honeybees are being attracted to the tiny pink flowers and it
is good to see them. Strangely, they ignore a similar white flowered plant
nearby. Tea in the garden included a jar of honey. To our surprise it was a
honeybee that visited the open jar and gorged itself and not the usual picnic
wasp! A local beekeeper assured us that honeybees are attracted to honey even
not of their own making.
